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What could parents, carers and families do to help?
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Ask children what they have been learning in school.
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Take them to places which are linked to the topic

they are studying, e.g; Segedunum, Stephenson Railway Museum, Airport, Train station, travelling on different modes of transport.
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Do further research on the aspects that particularly interest

your child at libraries or on the internet.
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Encourage reading and writing at home using the topic
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Work with your child on creative activities linked to the topic

such as painting, drawing and making models.
