Valuables In school
Policy Statement 2009
What is the aim?
To ensure that any items of value are stored as safely as possible with the risk to loss, damage or theft minimised.
How this will be achieved?
· Items of value must be locked away by staff in cupboards, desk draws or filing cabinets when unattended
· If there is no lockable area in the classroom, items should be locked away in the office cupboard within the KS2 building
· Children are discouraged from bringing in personal items such as toys, stationary, jewellery, IT equipment
· It is explained to parents and children that any item brought into school is not the responsibility of the school and, although items may be taken by staff to be locked away, the school does not accept responsibility for loss, damage or theft

· Mobile phones of children in Y5/6 must be handed to the office at the start of the day to be locked in the office cupboard and are to be handed back by office staff at the end of the school day

· Bicycles brought in by Y6 children are chained within the cycle rack

How will we know this is working?

· No incidents of loss, damage or theft 
· Children are not bringing in numerous items of personal belongings
· Parents are clear about the responsibilities of personal items in school
· Staff follow all procedures
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
